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English Description

The first Record of Rights
prepared during the
Cadastral Survey (1905—
1915) under British rule.
Still treated as the base
record in most districts,
also called Cadastral
Khatian.

The Revisional Survey
Khatian prepared through
re-survey in many districts
from 1952 onwards. Legally
important and
authoritative. This was the
second survey done in
Bihar, although it did not
take place in all the
districts.

The Record of Rights
prepared after survey,
recording raiyat’s name,
rights, khata, plot number,
area, land type, rent and
possession. Primary
evidence of ownership and
rights.

An extract (online/offline)
of Jamabandi Panji
(Register-II) containing
raiyat details such as name,
address, and land
particulars like khata, plot,
area, boundary and rent.

The official register of
raiyats of a revenue village,
compiled from all
jamabandis. Mutations and
corrections are entered
here.

An account number allotted
in the khatian at the time of
survey, showing all lands of
a person. It is Like a bank
account number. It remains
the same even after
succession or sale.

The serial number of each
plot in the survey, unique
within a revenue village.

A certified extract from
khatian/jamabandi, used
for bank loans, courts, or
sale deeds. Now also
available digitally signed
from Bihar Bhumi portal.

The finally published
Record of Rights after
survey, legally presumed
correct. Primary evidence
of ownership and
possession.

Land Possession Certificate
issued at circle level,
certifying actual possession.
Generally it is a necessary
document for claiming
compensation in the cases
of land acquisition.

Government receipt issued
on payment of land
revenue; earlier offline,
now only online.

Measurement of land,
usually done by a survey
Amin or Circle amin.

Traditional measuring
chain/instrument used for
land measurement.
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Initial stage of survey when
khatian columns (raiyat
name, plot number,
possession, land type etc.)
are filled with preliminary
details.

Process of measuring,
plotting and demarcating
each plot/field during
survey to ensure boundaries
match on maps and records.

The map of a village or

mauza.

Updated map showing
cultivation and plot details.

Total area/extent of a
parcel of land.

Land area recorded
collectively without plot-
wise area details.

Arrangement of
khatians/records
alphabetically by raiyat
names for systematic record
preparation.

Corrections/amendments in
records (plot number,
boundary, name, possession
etc.) as per orders of any
competent authority during
or after survey.

Preparation of fair copies of
Records of Rights and maps
before final publication,
incorporating corrections.

Comparison of maps and
records to ensure details
like plot area and
boundaries match in both-
the records and the map.
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Draft publication of the
Record of Rights, giving
opportunity to landholders
to file objections/claims.

Final publication of khatians
and maps after resolving
objections and completing
safai, muqabla, tarmim etc,
under the seal and
signature of the district
Level Officer.

English Description

Land under personal
cultivation of the landlord
at the time of coming into
effect of Bihar Land
Reforms Act, 1950, when
Zamindari was abolished.

Land reserved for personal
cultivation by zamindar;
surplus vested in the State.

Land not recorded as
tenant’s holding and were
either in zamindar’s
possession or for
community use. Not private
land of zamindar; vested in
State after Bihar Land
reforms in 1950.

Community/public land for
common use: grazing
grounds, ponds, roads,
graveyards, rivers etc. No
private ownership.

Land in zamindar’s
possession but not as
tenant land having legal
rights; vested in State after
land reforms.
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Village common land jointly
used by all villagers for
grazing, ponds, paths,
grounds etc.

Government/panchayat
land/assets yielding
revenue, e.g. markets,
ponds, fairs, sand ghats,
and which are Settled to
lessees for fixed terms.

State-owned land under
direct government control,
leased/rented but are not
privately owned.

Land donated during
Vinoba Bhave’s Bhoodan
movement, vested in the
State for distribution to
landless.

Land surplus beyond ceiling
limit, acquired by the State
under Land Ceiling Act.

Mutation process: changing
jamabandi to record new
owner’s name and delete
the old one, due to sale,
inheritance, partition etc.

Mutation due to death of
landholder, recording heirs’
names.

Transfer of ancestral
property to heirs.

Mutation entry due to
succession.

English Description

Revenue village, the basic
unit for jamabandi, khatian
and maps. It is the basic
geographical unit for
revenue records.

Smallest revenue
administrative unit, often
matching a panchayat,
managed by a revenue
staff, generally known as
Halka Karmachari or
Revenue Karmachari.
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Revenue circle/sub-division
including multiple halkas
and villages. In Bihar, the
block and Anchal are
generally co-terminous.

Circle Officer, head of
circle-level revenue
administration responsible
for mutation, LPC, rent and
records.

Revenue Officer at circle
level, empowered for
mutation, issuing
certificates, LPC and
managing revenue matters.
He is under circle officer.

Field-level revenue staff
handling mutation, rent
collection, settlement and
record maintenance. Also
known as revenue
Karmachari or sometimes
simply KC.

A field level staff of revenue
department under Circle
Officer, responsible for land
measurement,
demarcation, map
preparation and
verification.

Unique identification
number/code assigned to
each revenue village.

Land capable of producing
two crops annually.

Fallow or uncultivated land
left unused.
